Constitution

1 Name

The name of the club shall be Night Flyers Trampoline Club.

2 Address

The location of the regular club training sessions will be 

Harvey Haddon Sports Centre,

Nottingham.

3 Status.

The club shall be affiliated to British Gymnastics (BG).  The club is a non-profit making organisation, operated by and for the benefit of its members.

4 Objectives

a) To develop, promote and encourage trampolining within the club and the local community

b) To provide the trampolinists with a safe and well supervised training environment at all times

c) To offer advice and support to trampolinists within the club

d) To improve the trampolining skills of its members to enable participation in competitions

e) To support and encourage the training and development of coaches and trampoline competition officials 

f) To recognise and abide by the official rules and guidelines of BG
5 Eligibility and Terms of Membership

a) Eligibility for membership shall be assessed on the ability to perform to a standard defined by the coaches of the club

b) All members will be affiliated to the club by payment of an annual subscription

c) All members must have a minimum ‘Associate Membership’ of BG for insurance purposes

d) All members will pay training fees as set out below

e) Membership and training fees are not refundable, other than in exceptional circumstances agreed by the committee

f) If a coach or the leisure centre cancel a session for any reason, the club will try to arrange alternative sessions

g) The club shall operate an equal opportunities policy

h) Members shall be responsible for personal clothing and equipment and provide their own suitable clothing for training purposes

i) Members must help to set out and pack away equipment as required

j) Members will be expected to help as necessary with any fundraising for the club

k) Members are required to treat each other and the coaches with respect at all times

l) Members shall be expected to observe safety rules at all times whilst using the gym

m) All coaches joining the club shall be police cleared and qualified or working towards a BG qualification.

n) All members who have paid affiliation to the club will be guaranteed a place in the club for 1 year or until March 1st whichever is the soonest, unless rule o) applies.

o) Trampolinists who do not attend for 3 consecutive weeks, or who do not train on a regular basis without written notice to coaches will not have their place in the club held.  Any fees paid will be forfeited.

6 Management committee.

The business of the club shall be directed by the Management Committee, except for matters reserved under these rules for the club in the Annual General Meeting (AGM).  The committee shall comprise a Chairperson, Treasurer and Secretary, plus any other roles that are deemed necessary.

The Management Committee shall be elected at the AGM of the club for an agreed period.  The management committee will meet no less than 2 times per year and shall have the power to appoint sub-committees as appropriate.  The AGM should agree a minimum number of members to be in attendance before the meeting is recognised and can make decisions (the quorum).

7 Trustees

Coaches will be responsible for the care and maintenance of trampoline equipment.

8 Fees and Subscriptions

a) Club membership and training fees shall be decided by the committee and reviewed annually.

b) Training fees are determined according to the expected hours of attendance per week, allowing for Summer, Christmas and Easter breaks

c) Training fees are payable either quarterly in advance (due on 1st March, June, September and December) or monthly by standing order

d) Subscriptions for BG membership are payable through the club as required by BG rules

9 Meetings of the club.

The AGM will be held in December each year.  Other meetings may be arranged as necessary. Members will be notified 14 days in advance of any meetings.

10 Changes to the constitution.

The rules of the club may be amended or revoked by a resolution of a two-thirds majority (or other % as agreed) of the members present at the AGM.

11 Dissolution.

The club shall be dissolved upon a resolution to that effect passed by a two-thirds majority (or other % as agreed) of those paid up members present and voting at a club AGM. Following this resolution the trustees of the club shall take appropriate action to convert into money all the property of the club and to discharge the debts and liabilities of the club. The use of the remaining finances shall be given to a charity chosen by the committee.

12 Exclusion from liability.

Neither club officers nor members will be liable to any member or guest for injury, loss or damage to property occurring on the club premises, although appropriate club insurance shall be taken out.
